NPS Accepting Project Proposals for Financial Assistance Awards

The National Park Service - Chesapeake Bay Office is accepting project proposals from partners for financial assistance awards. The funding priority for fiscal year 2015 is for public access site development projects that advance the development of the Captain John Smith Chesapeake National Historic Trail and related water trails.  Click here for program requirements and to find tools for developing your project proposal, including guidelines and application instructions, the application form, sample proposals, and a sample budget.
 
Who May Apply:   Applicants must be either a non-profit organization (qualified under section 501 of the Internal Revenue Code) or a state or local government. For Federal sites, only non-Federal partner organizations may apply.
 
Award Amount: Awards range from $10,000 to $125,000, or potentially higher. The requested funds must be matched by an equal (1:1) or greater amount of non-Federal support dedicated to the project.
 
Application Deadline:  Deadline for submission is 3:00 PM on Friday, April 10, 2015.
